Community Agreement on Facility Evacuation
Resolution of the 

North West Hospitals

Emergency Preparedness Committee

1. WHEREAS it is important to plan for the orderly evacuation of part or all of a patient care facility.

2. WHEREAS it is recognized that limited or partial evacuation of a hospital might be necessary due to a utility failure, fire or other internal emergency.

3. WHEREAS it is recognized that no hospital in the community can absorb the full number of patients in any of the hospitals if a full evacuation is required.

4. THEREFORE, it is the policy of the North West (NW) Hospitals, in conjunction with the local emergency medical services community, to treat the large scale or total evacuation of a hospital as a community Mass Casualty Incident (MCI).  Patients that are included in a large evacuation of a hospital will be distributed to local hospitals through the MCI program.

5. IT IS FURTHER AGREED that on the declaration by one of the local hospitals that a “ disaster situation” exists at their facility, the other hospitals within the area will assist in the orderly evacuation of patients by providing care to as many patients as possible.  This care may be provided temporarily, as patients are staged for transportation to other hospitals or long term, until evacuated patients can be returned to the care of their primary facility.

6. This Memorandum of Understanding will remain in force for three (3) years from the time of approval or until which time a facility has a new administrator that would require an update this MOU.
