A combined 28 bed intensive care unit caring for acutely ill patients having undergone Liver
Transplant, Neurosurgery, Vascular and General Surgery as well as Cardiothoracic, Urology
and Otolaryngologic procedures. The average census is 20. The medical aspect of intensive
care covers: Acute MI, post cardiac cath, multiple system failure patients. Common nursing
activities include wound care, trach care, suctioning, assessments in all body systems,
invasive monitoring, special certification in CVVH, ADLs, patient education, pre-op and post-
op care and telemetry. All RN staff are ACLS certified. Majority of RNs are CCRN with a goal
of all RNs testing for CCRN. Staffing includes RNs, RTs, Ward Secretaries, Housekeepers.

PACU

The PACU is a nine-bed unit providing post-op care for patients recovering form general,
spinal, monitored, and regional anesthesia. Patients may be transferred directly to the
Surgical Intensive Care Unit (SICU) from the Operating Suite at the discretion of the
anesthesia provider. Patients receiving Liver transplants and coronary artery bypass are
transferred directly to the SICU. Nursing care includes airway, pain, and temperature
management. The staff is composed of ACLS certified registered nurses. Staffing need are
determined by the complexity and volume of OR cases, and the workload in our Day Surgery
Unit and the SICU.
